A small offering of Sapphire males were sold prices dropping 12% compared to December. 
Sapphire Velvet males fell 7%. Females, however, were sold in keen competition at rising 
prices of 9% for Classic and 7% for Velvet. 
 
Palomino males dropped 6%. The surprise of the day was Palomino females which were sold 
in keen competition at rising prices of as much as 22%. 
 
A small offering of Cinnamon mink was sold at high prices. 
 
Prices of White males dropped 9% for Classic and 7% for Velvet. Prices of Classic and Velvet 
females fell 4%.
